Queen Elizabeth II was the longest-reigning monarch in British history. She
reigned from 1952 until her death in 2022. As Queen, she represented the
United Kingdom. She was also the Head of the Church of England and Head of
the Armed Forces. Queen Elizabeth II along with the British government

invited the Windrush generation to the UK after World War II to help rebuild

the country.

Malala Yousafzai was a Pakistani activist who, while a teenager, spoke out publicly
against the prohibition on the education of girls that was imposed by the Tehrik-e-Taliban
Pakistan (TTP; sometimes called Pakistani Taliban). She gained global attention when she
survived an assassination attempt at age 15. In 2014 Yousafzai and Kailash Satyarthi were
jointly awarded the Nobel Prize for Peace in recognition of their efforts on behalf of
children’s rights.
