Communication and Language

We will support the children to express their needs / feelings simply and then extend their expression

We will support them to express themselves clearly giving relevant vocabulary through activities
including role-play

We will use both the indoor and outdoor classrooms to develop social and communication skills.
We will model the skills that we wish the children to develop.

We will support the children to understand and act on longer sentences like ‘make teddy jump’ or “find
your coat’.

Understand simple questions about ‘who’, ‘what’ and ‘where’ (but generally not ‘why’).

Poetry basket- e.gTall pointy hat, Hungry birdies, popcorn, choppity chop’ ‘Super Starter’ - Helicopter
stories

Enjoy listening to longer stories and can remember much of what happens.

Pay attention to more than one thing at a time, which can be difficult.
